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» COMMUNITY SERVICE

All AUCP students provide weekly community service in the interest of one of the many local
non-profit organizations. After an introductory interview, the AUCP administration helps
program participants choose amongst the many available opportunities, from work with
underprivileged children to accompaniment and conversation for senior citizens. A formal
agreement, or convention de stage, makes the arrangement official, and students are expected to
provide at least two hours of their time and effort weekly.
