The Aix Program focuses upon French language and literature, contemporary
issues, cinema, art history, studio art, and cross cultural communication. On-site
course work is supplemented by optional French university direct enrollment.
(Fall, Spring and Full-year options)

The Marseille program focuses upon Middle East political developments, French and
Arabic language and civilization, immigrant identities, and cross-cultural,
inter-religious mediation. Course work in Marseille is supplemented by one-week of
on-site study in Fez, Morocco. (Fall, Spring and Full-year options)
 
Summer in Provence is a six-week intensive French language program in Aix.
Courses include emphasis on intercultural communication, as well as weekly
excursions and four full-day field trips.
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
